· Log on to Windows 2000.
· Identify which operating system is running on your computer.

· Determine whether your computer is located in a workgroup or domain.

Exercise 1  
Logging On to Windows 2000

Goal

In this exercise, you will use My Computer on the desktop to determine your computer name and whether you computer is in a domain or workgroup. You will log off and then log on using the Log On To Windows dialog box, specifying the domain information that you identified in the first step.

	Detailed Steps

	1. Using the Network Identification tab in the System Properties dialog box, determine whether your computer is in a domain or workgroup. 
	a. On the desktop, right-click the My Computer icon on the desktop.

b. Click Properties, and then click the Network Identification tab.

	2. Log off from Windows 2000, and then display the Security dialog box.
	c. Press CTRL+ALT+DELETE, and click Log Off.

d. In the Log Off Windows dialog box, click Yes to the question: Are you sure you want to log off?
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You will be logged off. The Welcome to Windows screen appears.

e. Press CTRL+ALT+DELETE
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The Log On to Windows dialog box appears.  
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What operating system is currently installed on the computer?

Microsoft Windows 2000 Advanced Server. 



	3. Log on to your domain as Administrator with a password of password.   
	f. Type administrator for the user name and password for the password.

g. Click Options.
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The Log on to box appears, letting you click your domain in a list. 

h. In the Log on to list, click your own domain, and then click OK. 



	4. Close the System Properties dialog box and log off from Windows 2000.
	i. Click OK to close the System Properties dialog box.

j. Press CTRL+ALT+DELETE, and then click Log Off.
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
